GLOBAL TEXTILE MACHINERY INDUSTRY

Global textile machinery market is witnessing tremendous
growth buoyed by growing demand of textile & apparel
market. It is forecasted to grow at a CAGR of 14.02% till
2020.

Indian has a share of 14% of world's textile production and
second largest exporter with 5.2% global share, 31% share
in cotton yarn exports with India accounts 22% of world's
spindles, 9% rotors, 63% looms and 37% world area under
cotton cultivation. Indian textile industry currently estimated
at around US $120 billionis expected to reach US $230
billion by 2020.

The major manufacturers of textile machinery are ltaly,
Germany, Switzerland, France and China. One of the major
trends in the Global Textile Machinery market is the growing
number of technological innovations. The global market is
divided into two parts i.e. Low cost manufacturing places like
developing countries (Labor concentrated market) where
cheap labor is available & high cost manufacturing places
like developed countries where labor is expensive & more
automation is needed to reduce operation cost.

The Textile Engineering Industry (TEI) in India is one of the
five key Engineering Sectors responsible for the growth of
the Indian economy. It consists of more than 1400 units, with
a total investment of approx. Rs. 7800 crore. More than 80%
of the units are SMEs. The total installed capacity is approx.
Rs. 9100 crore. The industry provides direct/indirect
employment to >250,000 people. The TEI contributes greatly
to the competitiveness of the Indian TextileIndustry. It meets
45-50% of the demand of the Indian textile industry.

Challenges with Indian Textile Industry

The major challenge in the textile machinery manufacturing
industry is the lack of investment in R&D, except for the
manufacturing units who have technical collaboration with
reputed foreign companies. This dependence on borrowed
technology and want of research has kept most of the
sectors far behind in the standard and performance of the
machinery produced except spinning machinery sector
which is at par with international technology levels. This has
resulted in the import of second hand machinery especially
in the area of weaving & processing thus discouraging the
advancement of technology in the manufacturing of similar
machinery. India is still far behind in garment machinery
technology and development. Competition from high tech
machinery of European and South-East Asian countries is a
real challenge to the very existence of this industry.

Future for Indian Textile Machinery Market

The global demand of textile machinery is rising due to
growing demand of textile industry. Today, textile machinery
sourcing is majorly done from European countries, which is
relatively costly. India is strategically located from most of
major textile & apparel producing countries and India has
good potential to explore global opportunities & tap global
market. India has to first focus on exports to the neighboring
countries, which are emerging as significant textile
producers.

The launch of TUFS in India has created a demand for state
of the art machinery eligible under TUFS. The domestic
manufacturing industry, however, is still gearing up to meet
demand for such machinery and resulted into large-scale
imports of machinery. The dismantling of textile units in
European countries coupled with liberal policy with regard to
import of second hand machinery also encouraged imports
of second hand textile machinery.

This scenario is completely opposite in China which has
relied not only on machinery imports but has also
simultaneously strengthened its own machinery
manufacturing base by encouraging both the domestic
investments and FDI. The Chinese machinery industry has
focused on long-term technology introduction, joint ventures
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and scientific research thereby acquiring abilities to supply
various textile equipment's in the domestic and overseas
market.

Summary

The Indian textile machinery industry has to focus on R & D
to develop technology that can compete not only with the
sophisticated machines from western countries but also
cheaper products from China and Korea. Low material costs
and operating costs along with our own huge market will
give India an edge over other countries.

Our education system should also develop research and
innovation based concepts for engineering students so that
the real growth happens within our country. The huge gap
between the academics and industry standards should be
filled up and a sense of innovation should be encouraged
among students to develop a pool of researchers.

The R & D efforts are particularly required in downstream
segments like weaving, knitting, processing and garmenting
where the presence of the indigenous industry is
insignificant.

The industry should take advantage of Mission Mode
Programme on Upgradation of Textile Machinery, Product,

Process under the umbrella scheme of Technology Vision
2020.

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TECHNICAL TEXTILES AS ALTERNATIVE
SMALL BUSINESS IDEAS FOR FUTURE INVESTMENT

Indian Textile Industry has seen an incredible development
across the country in whole value chain from fibre to fabric,
garments and Technical Textile with wide application
embedded with science & technology.

Textile is no more concentrated only on manufacturing
Apparel and Made-up it is prominently looking for new areas
of application such as Automobile, Healthcare/Medical ,
Defense, Agri-business, Irrigation, Landfill (as an
Environmental solution), construction activities and many
others with multidisciplinary knowledge and technology.

Besides Cotton Textile Gujarat is known for Synthetic and
manmade textile which is also used for re-enforcement of
tyres to fulfill the superior strength at elevated temperature.
The use of fibre re-enforced composites are also showing
distinct advantage compared to the use of metals for
manufacturing automobiles, aircrafts and many other
industrial machineries. When the automotive sectors are
showing an increasing demand of manmade fibers to
achieve less weight, less cost and less energy. Therefore,
manufacturing of these product has a huge potentiality in an
Industrially developed state like Gujarat which is also
becoming an Auto Hub by establishing projects like Tata
Nano, Peugeot, Ford, GM Motors, Maruti and others.

Technical Textile activities in our country is dominated by
MSMEs (90% of total capacity) mostly with below standard
technology and ,therefore, its application restricted to Pack-
Tech(Packaging), Tarpaulin, Canvas or fabrics with coating ,
lamination and others. As a result we are extensively
dependent on import of technology and specification
oriented Technical textile product with diversified application
for our industrial requirement.

On the other hand, the future is also bright for India's
nonwovens and technical textiles on specific area like Health
& Hygiene product on rising middle income population and
it's increased disposable income..

This highly potential segment, in specific, non-woven fabric
industry, demands over 62% polypropylene, 24% polyester
and 8-10% viscose. In the recent past, there was a
considerable use of viscose for the production of non-woven,
especially for hygiene and medical textiles. All these fibres
and technology are available in our country now. MSME have,
therefore, wide scope in this segment especially in the non-
woven textile products as they are cheaper to manufacture
in comparison to Woven and knitted fabric.

Similar way, this is true when we talk for the potential of
Technical Textile, for Automobile, Agriculture or Irrigation...

Interestingly consumption of technical textile in India forms
only about 3% of the total world consumption (China
consumes 13% of the total global technical textile
production), which is likely to grow at a rate higher than
most developed countries.

There are over 2000 SMEs manufacturing Technical Textiles
in Gujarat and major concentration is at Ahmedabad, Surat,
Vadodara, Jamnagar and Halol. There are over 15 large size
Technical Textile Units in the State.
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Today, the major challenges for growth of Technical Textile
are lack of basic infrastructure, skilled manpower, testing
facilities, training & educational facilities, negligible
investment in R & D, lack of comprehensive database on
technical textiles, lack of awareness and benefits of using
technical textiles among users. Small investors are

hesitating in accepting world proven cost effective
technologies with poor understanding of product properties
and their application.

The technical textile growth is again hindered due to
entrepreneurs doubt about future market potential of
technical textiles, huge capital costs involved for machinery
& raw materials, sustained promotional efforts and
substantial investment needed for market development and
limited experience in production and use of technical textiles.
Entrepreneurs in Small sectors again, find it difficult to
invest in this field due to lack of multidisciplinary knowledge
about technology, raw material, process etc

Ministry of textiles, GOl once, launched a Technology Mission
on Technical Textiles (TMTT) for a period of five years (from
2010-11 to 2014-15). The Scheme had two Mini-Missions.
Mini Mission-| is for standardization, creating common
testing facilities, indigenous development of prototypes and
Resource Centres with I.T infrastructure in eight Centres of
Excellence (COE). Mini Mission-Il focuses on support for
domestic and export market development of Technical
Textiles through assistance for business start-ups; contract
research; assistance for buyer seller meets and participation
in international exhibitions/seminars for Technical Textiles
etc.

As per the Policy, Empanelled Consultant fees for such
Business Start-ups on Technical Textile for SMEs was
reimbursed by Govt @ 90% of amount Charged (2-3%).This is
in addition to Interest and capital subsidy, provided by Gol
and Govt of Gujarat and other states.

“Gujarat Textile Policy 2012"(Extended up to Sept 2018), has
once again, earmarked Technical Textile segment as a
growth potential area for the future. The policy has also
schemes that provide assistance for developing
infrastructure, enhancing skills and modernizing technology
to make the textile industry competitive both in domestic and
international markets.

Major features of the Policy are -
» Establishment of Centre of Excellence

e Support by way of infrastructure and establishment of
Textile Parks

Both — Gujarat Textile Policy and Manufacturing Policy 2013
have made specific focus for the growth of technical textiles.

State Government has also made other policy initiatives like
support for establishing Center of Excellence, R & D, support
for Technology acquisition, support for setting up of training
centers and market development support to boost textile
and technical textile sector.

Approach is also made to establish Centre of Excellences in
the area of hi-tech and Technical Textile to address on
product development incubation, customized training and
services for industries. Recent Start-up Policy of Govt. of
Gujarat, once again is also expected to motivate young
generation to come forward with Technical Textile with
innovative product and technology.

With all these initiatives matching with on-going Industrial
growth, Gujarat is expected to be one of the major Centre of
Technical Textiles for MSME in the years to come.

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GCCI-ADRC ACTIVITIES

The Alternate Dispute Resolution Centre of GCCI (GCCI-ADRC)
was established with the aim of providing dispute resolution
through Arbitration, Conciliation or Mediation to businesses
and businessmen, especially to MSMEs at affordable cost
and in less time, to save long and costly court proceedings.

The GCCI-ADRC has been accredited by the Gujarat State
Legal Services Authority of the Hon'ble High Court of Gujarat,
and by the MSME Facilitation Council & Small Industries
Facilitation Council set up by the Industries Commissionerate
under the MSME Act.

As a result of this accreditation, disputes which fail to get
resolved through Mediation at the Council are referred to
GCCI-ADRC by the MSME Commissionerate for Arbitration.
Accordingly, as on date, we have received a total of 9 such
cases for Arbitration, and Arbitrators have been appointed
for all of them and the proceedings have commenced. The
total disputed amount involved in all these cases is about Rs.
55.78 Cr. As per the Arbitration & Conciliation Act 1996, the
Arbitration has to be completed in 1 year time.

It is noteworthy here to mention that there is still very less
awareness about Alternate Dispute Resolution Mechanisms
available under law, and hence, contracts signed between
parties do not have clear Dispute Resolution Clauses
mentioning Arbitration. It is requested to make it a practice
to include such a clause in the Agreement/Contract
Documents and in particular, specifically mentioning GCCI-
ADRC, Ahmedabad as the place for Arbitration.
