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Dear Members,

We all have been passing through a period of uncertainty since more than 2 years now.
This period started before the first wave of COVID-19 pandemic hit India in early 2020
and it is still ongoing due to various factors at the global level, such as the ongoing
Ukraine-Russia war coupled with financial and political instability prevailing in many of
our neighbouring countries.

This high level of uncertainty has made future planning difficult and many businesses,
especially those which have just started their venture and those that are in the small
and medium scale segment are suffering badly. Some of these units are almost at the
verge of closure. However, surprisingly, we are witnessing that some businesses are
surpassing their growth levels and are faring even better today as compared to their
position earlier during the normal times. These exceptional business growth stories
span across segments and sectors and range from start-ups to established businesses
from tiny to the mega sectors.

The big question therefore is that how can our business also become an example of
such exceptional growth and how should we deal with this uncertain andseemingly
negative phase for business? Should we minimize our business operations, limit our
financial exposure and postpone our expansion and growth plans for the future? Or is
there another perspective or angle of looking at things which we are missing out
upon?

Friends, it is popularly said that ‘Opportunity lies disguised in the midst of adversity'.
The solution to the problem therefore is to look at this phase in a different perspective
and consider this as an opportunity to stand out amongst our peers and competitors
and make a unique mark for ourselves. During normal times when business is at its
usual booming phase, it is very difficult to build a niche for ourselves as everyone
around us is doing good and there is cut-throat competition which leaves little scope
and time with us to think about innovation and customization. In contrast, there are
not many players in the market during the adverse times and the business is already
running low. It is therefore a unique chance for us to focus on innovation and
customization and build our unique brand. 2

This is not as difficult as it seems. The key prerequisite to achieving this success is to
start from inside-out. We need to therefore first change our mindset from pessimism
to optimism and believe truly that we can come out of the current situation as a winner.
The next step is to find out innovative ways to resolve the short-term issues within our
control without worrying much about the long-term. This approach will help us focus
on many small bottlenecks and give us the confidence to face the bigger hurdles in the
next step. Francis of Assisi has summarized this very well in his famous quote which
says “Start by doing what's necessary; then do what's possible; and suddenly you are
doing the impossible”.

Even if we find many of the bigger hurdles out of our reach and we are unable to
resolve them immediately, merely sustainingsomehow through this period through
some innovative ideas maysubstantially increase our chances of emerging in the
long-term as a winner. The reason behind this is that the business scenario always
moves in a cycle of highs and lows and therefore every low is inevitably followed by a
subsequent high. It is just a matter of time before it happens and those businesses that
can simply go with the flow and sustain the low tide are bound to succeed as soon as
the next high tide comes. Further, since most of the market players are already making
losses during the low-tide, the risk factor is at its lowest and therefore some logical
chances could be taken easily during this period.

Let us therefore change our perspective and look at the brighter side of the current
situation. If we truly believe in ourselves, we will surely be able to identify and grab the
hidden opportunity for making our tomorrow better than our today.
