Today Hon'ble Finance Minister of the Gujarat State, Shri Nitinbhai Patel presented
the State Budget for the year 2021-22. The size of the budget for year is Rs. 2.27
lakh crore as against Rs 2.17 lakh crore last year.

Gujarat Chamber of Commerce and Industry President Shri Natubhai Patel and
other Office Bearers appreciated the budget and stated as below,

The size of present year’s budget has been increased compared to last year. The
total surplus has also been reduced compared to last year which indicates an
increase in total government expenditure which is a welcome indication.

The allocation for the thrust sector as well as for the new industrial policy has
been increased to Rs. 1500 crore which is a welcome step.

The budget has announced that over the next five years, 20 lakh jobs will be
created for the youth in various sectors such as manufacturing, pharma, energy,
engineering, infrastructure, IT, tourism, hospitality, food processing, banking,
service sector. This is a very important step in the right direction.

To develop the cities having municipalities as smart cities, Rs. 700 crore is
allotted as compared last year i.e., Rs. 597 crore. The major cities of Gujarat will
get the benefit of this allotment.

The budget has also allocated for the development of roads i.e Rs. 11,185 crore
in present year more than last year’s Rs. 10,200 crore which will further develop
the infrastructure of the state.

There was confusion about the training of fire safety officers when the new rules
of fire safety were announced. In this budget, Rs. 20 crore has been provided for
the training which is commendable.

To develop necessary equipments for imparting vocational and quality practical
training to the trainees at Government Industrial Training Institutes, Rs. 40
crore has been provided which will help in skill development and benefit the
industries in the long run.

The budget focuses on developing the Service sector which is a good thing. The
decision of the state government to build the country's first service sector
university is very welcome.

For expansion of Chemical Port at Dahej the provision of Rs 1,200 crore will give
aboost to the chemical sector in the state. We welcome the allocation of Rs. 4800
crore for developing Nagarol and Bhavnagar port and the allocation of Rs 192
crore set up a new jetty at Navalkhi Port. In addition, the decision to develop
Dahej, Saykha, Ankleshwar, Halol, Sanand, Vapi and Lodhika as model estates
will also benefit the chemical industry.

It has been announced in the budget that two mega textile parks are planned to

be set up in Gujarat under the scheme of Government of India. Establishing this
textile park in the state will accelerate the growth of the textile industry.
Similarly, the decision to set up a Bulk Drug Park at Jambusar and a Medical
Devices Park at Rajkot will give a boost to the fast-growing bulk drugs and
medical devices industry in Gujarat.

The announcement that new GIDCs will be set up at Jalotra in Banaskantha,
Sheikhpat in Jamnagar, Kadjodra in Gandhinagar, Pipavav in Amreli and
Nagalpar in Rajkot as well as in Patan, Anand, Mahisagar and Morbi districts is
commendable. The speedy implementation of this decision will be very
important.

Subsidy of Rs. 40,000 for e-rickshaw will encourage using electronic vehicles
and also promote EV ecosystem in Gujarat which will reduce vehicular
pollution
